Class Description

Requirements

Grading Policy

Completed homework, class work, tests, quizzes and in-class participation/preparedness (10 points possible per week) will be the core components for a student’s grade.  Each assignment, test, etc. will be given a point value.  Final grades will be determined by dividing the total points achieved by the total points possible.  Homework turned in late will lose three points per day.  
When absent, it is the responsibility of the student to gather any missed work.  An absent student will have the same amount of days he/she was absent to make up any missed work.  After that time, the late homework policy will be applied.  Missed tests should be made up within one week.
